Speaking of the golf tournament, I am 
pleased to report that although we had 11 fewer 
teams participating than last year (a sure sign of 
the economy); our net revenue was nearly $900 
greater this year! As this is our principle fundraising 
event, that is welcome news. Thanks to all who 
worked so hard to make the event a success! 
 

Although we are on summer hiatus from our Friday 
morning Greeters, it wonôt be long before we recon-
vene on September 10th, at the new Chemeketa 
Center for Business and Industry in Salem. What a 
great opportunity to renew networking, but also to 
pick up some valuable business tips. Greeters is a 
fantastic way to showcase your business. If you are 
interested in hosting, please call Don or Rhonda at 
the Chamber. Fall also brings the return of the 
monthly Chamber Forum lunch series. Because 
this is a general election year, we have decided to 
make the September 8 event a candidate forum. 
Invitees include 5th Congressional candidates Rep.

Bruun; House District 22 candidates Rep. Betty 
Komp, and Kathy LeCompte; and Marion County 
Commissioner candidates Commissioner Patti 
Milne and Jason Freilinger.

Speaking of great opportunities, our efforts to pro-
mote economic development continue to gain mo-
mentum. The Chamber is working closely with City 
officials on the Downtown Master Plan.

Another recurring event is the Saturday Marketplace 
at Wellspring, which runs every Saturday from 10am 
ï 2pm through September 25th (except for Sept. 4th). 
With art and crafts, fresh local produce, childrenôs 
activities, cooking demonstrations, and live enter-
tainment, there is something for all ages. 
 
Finally, summer means Fiesta Mexicana in Wood-
burn! The 47th annual Fiesta will be held in Legion 
Park August 6-8.
